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Rent to own, Lease Option and Land Contract programs are not new to Real Estate, but you need to be aware of all the ramifications involved.   
There are some people/companies out there that may be unethical or dishonest when working these programs.  This is why one needs to evaluate and be very careful when dealing with any company. 

I believe that owning your own home is still the American Dream for most families.   Just because you were young and dumb or ran into some bad luck and your credit may be suspect shouldn't stop you from owning a home.  
We want to work with you and help you get the assistance needed to get your credit improved and able to refinance the home on your terms.  Below are some of the programs we offer and what they entail.
Land Contracts:

Under this type of Purchase you as the buyer are agreeing to make monthly payments to the seller for a specific number of years in order to purchase the house.    In this type of transaction the seller is acting as the bank and lending you the money to purchase the home.  The interest rate the seller will charge you will very depending on your Credit history and FICO score, but expect to pay anywhere from 10 to 14 percent.   You must also be able Put down about 5 to 10 % of the agreed purchased price.  The length of the contract varies but is usually on a 15 or 20 year amortization and may be on a 1-5 year balloon payment.
If you decide not to purchase the house and you want to move, you may want to find another buyer or reach an agreement with home owner, as you could lose all money that you put into the house.
Lease Options: 

The second option next type of program we offer is the Lease option agreement.   In the Lease-Option you are paying the same monthly payment as you would if you were renting the house, but you have the option to by the house at a specific price for the term of your option, between 1 and 5 years.   This way to Rent-to-Own requires you to usually put a down payment of 5 to 10 percent, which is credited to the cost of the house when you are able to purchase the house.   
If you decide not to buy the house before your option expires then you will only lose your down payment.   However you may be able to sell your option to purchase to someone else, so if you decide to move, you may still be able to make some money at worst get your money back.  
Lease options you pay about the same as rental but put down more money down.
Rent-To-Own: 
Rent to own programs are programs that may fit best if you have no money for deposit but can afford the larger monthly payment.   Also there are lower down payments required in this type of agreement, this is usually around 3 to 5% deposit required, plus part of your monthly payment goes towards to agreed purchase price.  The length of the contract varies but is usually 1 or 2 years.
If you decide to move or not purchase the house your out the deposit and monthly amounts agreed a pond that went towards the purchase of the house.  
Rent to Owns options expect to pay more than rental, requires less upfront expenses.
